[O]ur struggle will end only when this entity is
obliterated. We recognize no treaty with it, no cease fire, and no peace
agreements, whether separate or consolidated.”

Hezbollah's current leader Hassan Nasrallah has gone even further: "[I]f they
[Jews] all gather in Israel, it will save us the trouble of going after them
worldwide."
